Samdo Suljanggu
Samdo Suljanggu is created by juxtaposing the
essential rhythms of past janggu virtuosi from the
three main provinces of Korea. Suljanggu, which is a
name used to call a piece that is only played using
janggu (hourglass shaped drum), had been played in
a traditional Poongmul by a leading janggu player
(Sangjanggu) of the group to show off his original
style of dance and form, however, the Samdo
Suljanggu is performed in a seated position, naturally
putting more emphasis on the dynamics and the
refinement of the overall musical sound.

Samdo Samulnori
‘Samulnori’ is a music played with four traditional
Korean percussion instruments, Kwengari, Jing,
Janggu and Buk. It was created in 1978 basing its
roots on the rhythms of Poongmul, Korean traditional
percussion. Among all the Samulnori pieces, Samdo
Samulnori is perhaps the most well known one. It is
different from other Samulnori's such as Youngnam
or Utdari in the sense that while other pieces are
based on rhythms of a single region, Samdo
Samulnori is created by combining rhythms from all
over the Korea. Samdo Samulnori guides the
audience through the three large regions of Korea

giving a wonderful taste of the unique rhythms of
each region.

Urisawe, translated as "Our Movement", is an
organization dedicated to promoting traditional
Korean culture through performing arts. Established
in 2002 by Me Sook Ko, a professional teacher,
Urisawe participated in numerous performances and
activities and continues to expand as a traditional
Korean culture group representing the bay area.
Urisawe offers many classes on traditional Korean
dances and drumming, including, Poongmul, geom-
mu (sword dance), tal-chum (mask dance),
Samulnori, and more. Urisawe is open to anyone
who is interested in learning about traditional Korean
performing arts.

Bill Greene will do a presentation on San Francisco,
Angel Island, Hawaii, and Early Chinese/Asian
Immigration History. (Check with organizers for time)
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Asian/Pacific American Heritage Month began as
Asian Pacific American Heritage Week in May 1979.
It was enacted by federal law on Oct. 2, 1978, when
President Jimmy Carter signed a Joint Resolution -
Public Law 95-419. It became a permanent month-
long event in May 1993.

The purpose of the law was to honor the
achievements of Asian/Pacific Americans and to
recognize their contributions to the United States.

May was selected for Asian/Pacific American
Heritage Month because two significant events in
history took place in May. On May 7, 1843,
Nakahama Manjiro (aka: John Mung or John
Manjiro) became the first Japanese immigrant to
arrive in the United States and on May 10, 1869, the
transcontinental railroad was completed in large
measure by Chinese laborers.

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1. Sammy Lee was the first Asian Pacific American

to win an Olympic medal.  The son of Korean
immigrants to Hawaii he won the bronze in diving
in the London Summer Olympics of 1948.  Later
in the same games he won the gold in platform
diving.  He became the first to repeat in platform
diving with a gold in the next Helsinki Olympics in
1952.

2. Victoria Manalo-Draves, the daughter of a
Filipino father and English mother, became the
first Asian Pacific American woman to win an
Olympic medal.  She won two gold medals in
London in 1948 in platform and springboard
diving, also becoming the first woman in the
world to win gold twice in diving in the same
Olympics.

3. Three of the senior members of the Obama
Administration are Asian Pacific Americans, the
greatest number in US History so far.  They are
Steven Chu, the Secretary of Energy, Eric
Shinseki, Secretary of Veteran’s Affairs, and
Gary Locke, Secretary of Commerce.

4. The twin towers of the World Trade Center in
New York were designed by Minoru Yamasaki, a
second generation Japanese American born in
Seattle, Washington.  He became one of the
leading architects of the 20th Century with
outstanding designs around the world.

5. Gary Locke, now US Secretary of Commerce,
was the first Chinese and fourth Asian Pacific
American US state governor when he was
elected in Washington State in 1997.

6. Dalip Singh Saund was the first Indian, Sikh, and
Asian Pacific American member of the US House
of Representatives when he was elected in
California in 1957.

7. Dat Nguyen, a Vietnamese American, was the
first Asian Pacific American to become an NFL
All-Pro in 2003.

8. Tiger Woods, the golfing legend, is Thai
American through his mother.

9. The first acting Oscar (Best Supporting Actress)
won by an Asian Pacific American went to
Miyoshi Umeki for her performance in the 1957
film, Sayanora.

10. Ang Lee won the first Best Director Oscar by an
Asian Pacific American for the film, “Brokeback
Mountain” in 2005.

11. Bobby Jindal was the second Indian American to
be elected as a Congressman from Louisiana in
2005 and the first to be elected as a US state
governor in 2008.  He was the fifth Asian Pacific
American state governor.

12. Tsung-Dao (T.D.) Lee and Chen-Ning Franklin
Yang were the first Asian Pacific Americans and
Chinese to win a Nobel Prize, the Nobel Prize in
Physics in 1957.  Eight Asian Pacific Americans
have since won Nobel Prizes in Physics,
Physiology and Medicine, and Chemistry since
them.

13. Benjamin J. Cayetano became the first Filipino-
American state governor when he was elected in
Hawaii in 1994.  He was also the third Asian
Pacific American state governor.

14. The first Filipinos to arrive in America came in
1587 and landed in what is now Morro Bay,
California.

15. In 1956, Bobby Balcena, of the Cincinnati Reds,
became the first Filipino American to play in
Major League baseball.

16. George Ryoichi Ariyoshi was the first Japanese
and Asian Pacific American governor when he
assumed office from the incapacitated Governor
of Hawaii in 1974.  He was elected in his own
right in the same year and held the office until
1986, likely the longest ever in Hawaii due to
modern term limits.

17. John D. Waihe'e III, who succeeded Governor
Ariyoshi in 1986, was the first state governor of
Hawaiian descent and the second Asian Pacific
American state governor.
